HC letter re disc offer to clubs

Dear All,

The Highland Challenge has been held for eleven years and continues to be a success. This year Shetland joined our ranks. The event offers a good opportunity for members of clubs many miles apart to meet, compete, and to socialise, and this is a worthy ideal.

Total club membership in the seven clubs entered this year is about 200, and we expect 70-80 to turn up on the day. On reflection, this means that over 100 members (about 60%) will not have the benefit of seeing the entries in general, and successful entries in particular. Smaller and more dispersed clubs have mentioned that their members would particularly like to know what is being produced photographically around the Highland camera clubs.

Other organisations overcome this situation by offering to circularise entries on disc (e.g the SPF Portfolio, and the Dingwall Slide Show). Brian Ellinson, a member of Dingwall Camera Club and the Highland Challenge  Co-ordinator, agrees that this would be a useful addition to the competition, and recognises that it would stimulate interest and make the event more inclusive. Such a disc would only have images a maximum 1400 x 1050 pixels, which is suitable for digital projection or showing on a laptop, but not suitable for printing.

Please let us know your attitude to such a facility on or before Highland Challenge Day, Saturday, 22nd November, 2008.
